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Dornin Lab

On November 7 the Fourth Grade participated in a Dornin Lab introduction to
orienteering. The afternoon began with two lively tagging games designed to energize
students and build cooperative play. In Palm Tag all players were “it,” each protecting a
single palm held behind their back while attempting to tag others’ palms. The fast-paced
format kept everyone engaged. This game promoted agility, awareness, and self-
regulation, while the emphasis on ending at the peak of excitement ensured the
experience remained positive and spirited. Next, the group transitioned into Blob Tag,
which emphasized teamwork and adaptation as players linked arms to form ever-
growing “blobs.” Once a blob reached four participants, it split into two groups,
balancing the game’s dynamics between cooperative pursuit and individual evasion.
Together, Palm Tag and Blob Tag cultivated coordination, quick decision-making, and
collective fun—key ingredients for an engaging outdoor session that set the tone for
more strategic activities to follow.

Building on that momentum, the class shifted into a sequence of ecology-based and
orienteering challenges. In Jays and Ovenbirds, participants stepped into a forest
ecosystem simulation, acting as either blue jays searching for nests or ovenbirds
protecting and relocating their eggs. The game blended strategy, stealth, and ecological
understanding, fostering teamwork and empathy toward natural systems. The day
concluded with a hands-on orienteering progression beginning with an introduction to
compass parts and basic navigation, then moving to small-group practice courses on the
field, and culminating in an orienteering course that led student teams across campus
sing bearings and checkpoints. Together, these activities developed spatial reasoning,
communication, and environmental awareness.
